• Founded in 1954, CERN represents one of the first attempts of European co-operation amongst its Member
States and has now become one of the most successful examples of international co-operation and the
world's largest laboratory for particle physics research. Each year, CERN hosts more than 14 000 scientists
and engineers from around the world who are involved in CERN’s experiments, engineering and technology
projects or theoretical physics activities. The presentation will introduce the core science studied, the
innovation in technology, and the advanced scientific and technical education and training that CERN offers
within a truly international collaborative environment. The presentation will highlight the many
contributions of India to CERN and the perspectives to strengthening the co-operation in the future.
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
